Anna gave an update on SODC. In summary.


New SODC Council – There is no overall control, but parties will be forming alliances and we will wait and see how this goes. Anna said she can simply act on what this ward wants.  Officers are at present briefing Councillors with 20 being new. They have come forward with a manifesto against the Local Plan and they do not want buildings on green belt. They will be looking again at all sites. SODC will be deemed to not now have a Local Plan and this will affect Neighbourhood Plans and potentially the Growth Deal may disappear.


Housing – The Government dictates how much and where housing needs to be built. We have zero unemployment and this area and land surrounding us do have a housing crisis.


Re-cycling – SODC is still number one in the rankings in the South of England for this. 


AONB – Concerns were relayed to AB that we do not want our AONB to be a National Park, our view is that it should remain as AONB
