The Orchard – SODC has refused this application on the grounds that:

The District Council considers that the level of plot coverage, inappropriate design and siting of the proposed dwelling, together with other visual impacts associated with residential use would result in a significant erosion of a valued local landscape feature within the heart of the settlement. The development of the site would materially harm the character of Russells Water and its setting, failing to conserve the landscape and scenic beauty of the wider AONB.

The Stables by Russells Water Common – KT has spoken to the SODC Officer and they are awaiting more 
information from the applicant.

Highway Issues SF

Traffic Calming Cookley Green and Park Corner – Park Corner Speed Survey has been done. Cookley Green should be done soon. KT to chase up the Park Corner report.
It was noted that the Speed Surveys cost £100 from OCC.

The issue of Speedwatch was discussed, Henley has a SID that can be borrowed but it is in great demand. Highmoor Parish Council have a pot of money put by and are considering purchasing one. They have written to parishes to see if they would be interested in hiring it if they purchased it. We await the outcome from Highmoor. EL has also spoken to PCSO Janice Smith about this issue.
If we organise a Speedwatch team, we will need to have a number of volunteers. The Sergeant of Henley and Thame will be holding a meeting and we await the event details.

Flooding at Cookley Green – SF reported that there has only been one flooding incidence on the 4th 
June and this was dealt with.

Signs – SF will ask OCC if they could put up blue signs saying that Huntercombe Lane is unsuitable for HGV’s.

10. Cookley Green – Turning Circle – EL has been in touch with the Open Spaces Society and if gravel was put 
down they would need to have a Deed of Easement. EL will speak to the residents concerned.
Also, it was noted that people have been driving over the green again, so we will need to arrange for logs or 
stakes to be put in again.
