PG read out the following report from Peter Regent:
Following on from the information sent over regarding grants that you will raise during this evening's meeting, I would like to present the following capital projects for 2022/23, along with current projects and the season's fundraising efforts. 
SPC noted that the SODC Capital Grant Fund will fund up to £75,000 of a cost of the project and will usually pay 50% of any funding. It was also noted that the District Councillor has £5000 for her spend on small projects. A maximum of £1000 per project may be given.
2022/23 Future Projects 
1. The repair of the South Face of the pavilion. As we know, the chosen colour, dark green, absorbs the sun's rays, cracking and moving the wooden slats. We need to investigate a sensible and practical solution moving forward.

SPC look forward to hearing about a solution to this.
2. We need to replace the rear door to the pavilion. This is a fire exit and a disabled exit; the door is only openable with force. And incredibly difficult to shut once opened.

SPC agree the door needs replacing and Peter Regent to provide quotation for the new door replacement before placing the order.
3. Water to the square. It is a long-held wish to get water over to the square. I hope we can achieve this before the start of the 2023 season.

2022/23 Current Projects
SCC would like to thank Kristina for her help with the purchase of a new engine for the wicket roller. The old engine is off, and the new one is almost ready to go. 

2022 High’s
Brett Fuller, the new SCC President, has injected great energy and enthusiasm into the role. Organising and energising various events, including the Summer Solstice, pilot event, and second annual Six Aside Tournament. Both raised good income for the club.  Brett and Clive also have plans to take over the Swyncombe Firework BBQ to raise additional funds for the club. Logistics to be finalised.

It was noted that the Cricket August event was very noisy and agreed that we ask for future events the volume of noise be reduced.

Square House, Russells Water – The tree will be replaced.

The Crown at Pishill – It was noted that planning permission has gone in for a recording studio.

P22/S3077/FUL - Cookley Orchard, Cookley Green - Replacement house and erection of a garage – SPC will respond before the deadline of 23rd September.

P22/S3057/LB- Cookley End - Replace a modern15 pane door on the side of the house that is completely rotten through at the base. It has been repaired several times but is now beyond rescue and we have penetrating water. The replacement will be identical in every way- SPC had no objection to this application subject to all listed building requirements being adhered to.

P22/S2454/FUL- Grove Farm – New Access – SODC have not yet determined this application. Highways have sent in a recommendation that this is refused.

Highway /Areas Issues SF/PG
1. SID –It was noted that Ollie Brake does very good work in moving the SID’s around our parish and to the other parishes we share the SID with. PwF asked if there is proof that these work and was assured that they do. PG will do a test with switching the SID off but still record the data and then a comparison of the speeds when the SID is on and is off can be done.

General Issues
1. Oxford Plan 2050- PwF reported that has now been abandoned as agreement could not be found. It will now be up to individual Councils to formulate their own plans.
2. Bucks CC Petition – PwF stated that this was started by Bucks and thinks it well worth people signing, he has personally signed it. The petition to change the method for calculating household need. Link is  Change the Standard Method for calculating local housing need - Petitions (parliament.uk). This will be circulated to our residents.

It was noted that if 10,000 people sign this the Government will respond to it.

Until then the remaining money will be held in our earmarked funds. It was also agreed that copies of the book should not be for sale. It was suggested that copies be lodged in the Henley and Watlington libraries as it will be a good source of local information.
