Wallingford Food Bank

EL said that due to the current financial situation and with the increase in inflation some families are in desperate need and asked for discussion about whether we should be giving a donation to a local foodbank. It was thought that this would be an excellent cause. KT to check if the Wallingford Foodbank (nearest to Swyncombe) have had any requests from Swyncombe residents.


Resolved: That in principle SPC award a donation of £250 to Wallingford Foodbank (Once a response has been received this will be ratified by email) 


We will ensure that our residents know about this and also to encourage them to donate.


PwF spoke about the ‘warm rooms’ the parishes are making available to residents. However, there was nowhere that seemed suitable in our parish.


KT stated that all grant payments are Section 137 payments and the amount we can spend is capped. 


[Post Minute Note: The S137 level for 22/23 is £8.82 per elector. Swyncombe has 205 residents on the electoral register. Therefore, the total amount SPC can spend is £1808.10]
