Matters arising from the Minutes/Previous Actions

To receive reports from:

1. District Councillor – Cllr Anna Badcock had sent her apologies
2. County Councillor – Cllr Steve Harrod – His latest report has been circulated to Councillors.
Housing – SH reported that there needs to be 100,000 houses built in Oxfordshire in the next 30 years.  The Government have allocated £2.18M for vital structure for the Didcot Area and this could be lost if SODC withdraw the emerging Local Plan. A further consequence could be to lose £2.15M Growth deal which contains £60M for much needed affordable housing. It the Government withdraw the money communities will get housing but no infrastructure. However, since the District Council elections in May, the Conservatives are no longer running SODC. This is now in the Lib Dem/Green control.  The SODC Local Plan is now in jeopardy. However, there is nothing imminent that will impact on Swyncombe. SH said that this may also affect the Watlington Edge Road. SODC however do need to have a 5-year housing supply.
PWF said that there is no way that the housing numbers given can be justified. There is a development in Henley which the houses are built but they are not being sold.  SH said that each District had its own Local Plan and the numbers they arrived at whereby considering economic growth which would have included the OX-CAB expressway. There is a big case for creating significant economic growth in this area. There is a prediction that 83,000 houses will be built in the next 25 years with 20,000 being built in the first year. He also stated that he agrees that there is a big question about the process and formulas for Objectively Assessed Needs (OAN). As Local Authorities hands are tied these are Government Statistics and the Local Authorities try to mitigate as best as possible on Government strictures. EL stated that there is not enough affordable and social housing being allocated. SH said that Wolvercote will have 20-25% affordable housing and Oxfordshire City said that 50% of housing should be affordable or social. OCC will carry on and it will be business as usual and they will carry on planning even though it is unknown what will happen.
Highway Issues – EL said that SPC residents conducted a Speedwatch in August and have done traffic surveys in the last two years. There are a number of neighbouring parishes who have met to discuss traffic issues on all the roads providing the Edge Road in Watlington gets built. There are 10,000 traffic movements a day through Shirburn and she asked what measures we can use to help our traffic problems. The movement of traffic in Swyncombe is very much equal in both directions. EL asked if there was any funding available from OCC.  The B481 has about 4500 traffic movements per day. 50% are doing an average speed of 34mph but there is high proportion of vehicles doing in excess of this speed. EL said that there is a wall in Park Corner which has been crashed into many times and this road needs to be crossed to access the bridleway and residents are concerned to cross the road to the footpath in the light of the speed and volume of traffic. Cookley Green has recently had some traffic mitigation but not Park Corner.  SH suggested that OCC Highways are contacted to have a site visit to ascertain the area and to see if certain criteria are met for example for a speed camera.   KT will arrange this.
